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Item 1.01. Entry Into a Material Definitive Agreement.

On June 4, 2019, OrthoPediatrics Corp. (the “Company”) entered into an Equity Interest Purchase Agreement (the “Purchase Agreement”) with the
stockholders of Vilex in Tennessee, Inc., a Tennessee corporation (“Vilex”), and the members of Orthex, LLC, a Florida limited liability company (“Orthex”),
providing for the purchase by the Company of all of the issued and outstanding shares of stock of Vilex and all of the issued and outstanding units of
membership interests in Orthex (the “Acquisition”) from such stockholders and members, respectively (collectively, the “Sellers”). Orthex and Vilex
(together, the “Vilex Companies”) are primarily manufacturers of foot and ankle surgical implants, including cannulated screws, fusion devices, surgical
staples and bone plates, as well as Orthex Hexapod technology which is used to treat pediatric congenital deformities and limb length discrepancies.

Under the terms of the Purchase Agreement, consideration of (a) $50 million of cash, as adjusted for estimated working capital, and (b) 245,352 shares of
common stock, $0.00025 par value per share, of the Company (“Common Stock”), will be paid by the Company at the closing. The shares of Common Stock
were valued at $40.76 per share (which amount represents the volume weighted average trading price during the thirty day trading period ending on May 30,
2019). In addition, $3 million of the cash consideration was deposited into escrow for a period of up to twenty (20) months to cover certain indemnification
obligations of the Sellers and to secure certain closing adjustments.

The Purchase Agreement contains negotiated representations, warranties and covenants by the Sellers and the Company, which are believed to be customary
for transactions of this kind. The assertions embodied in such representations and warranties are qualified by information contained in confidential disclosure
schedules that the parties exchanged in connection with signing the Purchase Agreement. In addition, these representations and warranties (i) may be intended
not as statements of fact, but rather as a way of allocating risk to one of the parties if those statements prove to be inaccurate, (ii) may apply materiality
standards different from what may be viewed as material to investors and (iii) were made only as of the date of the Purchase Agreement or as of such other
date or dates as may be specified in the Purchase Agreement. Moreover, information concerning the subject matter of such representations and warranties
may change after the date of the Purchase Agreement, which subsequent information may or may not be fully reflected in the Company’s public disclosures.
Investors are urged not to rely on such representations and warranties as characterizations of the actual state of facts or circumstances at this time or any other
time.

Planned Divestiture

Because the current product line of the Vilex Companies also includes adult offerings that are not core to the Company’s pediatrics business, the Company
has begun taking the steps necessary to divest those non-core product lines of the Vilex Companies. Specifically, the Company’s Board of Directors has
authorized the Company’s management team to oversee the divestiture process and, over the next several weeks, the Company intends to identify the
appropriate assets to sell, to determine the appropriate price for those assets and to identify an appropriate buyer. The Company anticipates there being
significant interest in the assets to be offered for sale.




Debt Financing for Acquisition

In order to finance a portion of the cash consideration for the Acquisition, the Company entered into a First Amendment (the “Amendment”) to its Fourth
Amended and Restated Loan and Security Agreement (as so amended, the “Loan Agreement”), with Squadron Capital LLC (the “Lender”), the Company’s
largest investor. The Loan Agreement provides for a new $30 million term loan facility (the “Term Loan B”) in addition to the existing $20 million term loan
facility (the “Term Loan A”) and $15 million revolving credit facility that were established previously by the Lender. The term loan and revolving credit
facilities under the Loan Agreement provide for interest only payments with interest rates equal to the greater of (a) three month LIBOR plus 8.61%, and (b)
10.00%. The maturity date for the Term Loan B, which is evidenced by that certain Term Note B, dated June 4, 2019, made payable, jointly and severally, by
the Company and each of its subsidiaries party thereto (the “Term Note B”), is the earlier of: (i) the date on which any person or persons acquire (x) capital
stock of the Company possessing the voting power to elect a majority of the Company’s Board of Directors (whether by merger, consolidation,
reorganization, combination, sale or transfer), or (y) all or substantially all of the Company’s assets, determined on a consolidated basis; (ii) the date on which
the Company sells its equity interest in, or all or substantially all of the assets of, Vilex; and (iii) May 31, 2020. The maturity date for each of the Term Loan
A and the revolving credit facility is January 31, 2023. Until such time that the Term Loan B and all accrued interest thereon has been paid in full, no
borrowings under the revolving loan facility are permitted.

As provided in the Amendment, Orthex has become a “Borrower” under the Loan Agreement and, as such, granted to the Lender a security interest in all of
its personal property as collateral for all borrowing under the Loan Agreement. In connection with the Amendment, the Company granted a security interest
in (a) the units of membership interests in Orthex held by the Company, and (b) the shares of stock of Vilex held by the Company, as collateral for borrowings
under the Loan Agreement. Borrowings under the Loan Agreement are secured by substantially all of the Company’s assets and are unconditionally
guaranteed by each of its subsidiaries with the exception of Vilex.

The foregoing descriptions of the Purchase Agreement, the Fourth Amended and Restated Loan and Security Agreement, the Amendment and the Term Note
B are qualified in their entirety by reference to the complete texts thereof, copies of which are included as Exhibits 2.1, 10.1, 10.2 and 10.3, respectively, to
this Current Report on Form 8-K and are incorporated herein by reference.

Item 2.01. Completion of Acquisition or Disposition of Assets.

On June 4, 2019, concurrently with the execution and delivery of the Purchase Agreement described in Item 1.01, the Company and the Sellers completed the
transactions contemplated thereby. The information disclosed in response to Item 1.01 is incorporated herein by reference.

The information set forth under Item 1.01 regarding the Loan Agreement and the Term Note B is incorporated herein by reference.

The information set forth under Item 1.01 regarding the issuance of the Common Stock pursuant to the Purchase Agreement is incorporated by reference into
this Item 3.02. As part of the aggregate consideration payable at the closing, the Company issued the number of shares of Common Stock set forth above. The
issuance of the Common Stock was made in reliance upon an exemption provided under Section 4(a)(2) of the Securities Act of 1933, as amended.

Item 7.01. Regulation FD Disclosure.

EQUITY INTEREST PURCHASE AGREEMENT

This EQUITY INTEREST PURCHASE AGREEMENT (this “Agreement”) is made and entered into as of June 4, 2019, by and among (i)
OrthoPediatrics Corp., a Delaware corporation (“Purchaser”), (ii) the Persons set forth on Schedule 2.1, each referred to herein as a “Seller” and collectively
as the “Sellers™), (iii) Abraham Lavi, as “Sellers’ Representative” for the purposes of this Agreement, and (iv) the Persons set forth as Selling Equityholders
on Schedule 2.1 (each, a “Selling Equityholder” and collectively, the “Selling Equityholders”).

WHEREAS, the Sellers own all of the issued and outstanding units of membership interest of Orthex, LLC, a Florida limited liability company
(“Orthex”), and all of the issued and outstanding shares of stock of Vilex in Tennessee, Inc., a Tennessee corporation (“Vilex”);

WHEREAS, the Sellers desire to sell to the Purchaser all of the issued and outstanding membership interests of Orthex (the “Units”) and all of the
issued and outstanding shares of stock of Vilex (the “Stock”, together with the Units, collectively, the “Equity Interests”), and the Purchaser desire to purchase
from the Sellers the Equity Interests; and

WHEREAS, Orthex and Vilex are sometimes referred to herein individually as, a “Company”, and are collectively referred to herein as, the
“Companies.”

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements and covenants hereinafter set forth, and for good and valuable consideration, the
receipt, sufficiency and adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE I
PURCHASE AND SALE; CL.OSING

Section 1.1 Purchase and Sale of Equity Interests. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement, at the Closing, the
Sellers shall sell, transfer, and assign to the Purchaser and the Purchaser shall purchase and assume from the Sellers all of the Equity Interests free and clear of
all Encumbrances. The portion of the Equity Interests to be transferred by each Seller to the Purchaser shall be set forth opposite such Seller’s name on
Schedule 2.1 attached hereto. Capitalized terms not otherwise defined herein shall have the respective meaning assigned to such term as set forth in Section

Section 1.2 Purchase Price.

(a) Price. The aggregate purchase price for the Equity Interests shall be Sixty Million and 00/100 Dollars ($60,000,000.00) (the
“Purchase Price”), which has been initially determined based on a “debt free basis” and shall be payable and adjusted as set forth herein. Subject to the
adjustments set forth herein, at the Closing, each of the Sellers shall receive (i) cash in the amount set forth opposite such Seller’s respective name on
Schedule 1.2, which in the aggregate shall be referred to as the “Cash Amount of the Purchase Price”, and (ii) the number of shares of common stock of the
Purchaser set forth opposite such Seller’s respective name on Schedule 1.2, which in the aggregate shall be referred to as the “OrthoPediatrics Stock”.

(ii) Payment of Funded Indebtedness. Prior to the Closing Date, the Sellers’ Representative delivered to the Purchaser
customary payoff letters (the “Payoff Letters”) from each Person to whom either or both of the Companies owes Funded Indebtedness as of
the Closing, signed by the Persons to which such Funded Indebtedness is payable, setting forth, among other things, (A) the amount
required to pay off in full at the Closing all Funded Indebtedness of each of the Companies held by such Person, (B) wire transfer
instructions for the payment of such amounts, and (C) the commitment to release all Encumbrances, if any, which such Person may hold on
either or both of the Companies or any of the assets of such parties upon receipt of the payoff amount set forth therein. At the Closing, the
Purchaser will pay to each Person to whom either or both of the Companies owes Funded Indebtedness as of immediately prior to the
Closing the amounts set forth in the applicable Payoff Letter by wire transfer of immediately available funds to the applicable accounts
specified therein.

From the date of this Agreement until the three (3) year anniversary of the Closing Date, except as
required by any applicable Law or legal process, the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders, and the Sellers’ Representative shall treat and hold all Confidential
Information as confidential and refrain from using any of the Confidential Information (except in connection with this Agreement). Notwithstanding the
foregoing sentence, except as required by applicable Law or legal process, the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders and the Sellers’ Representative shall treat and
hold any Confidential Information which is a trade secret (as defined by Florida state law as of the date hereof) as confidential and refrain from using such
trade secret (except in connection with this Agreement) for so long as such Confidential Information remains a trade secret. In the event that any of the
Sellers, the Selling Equityholders or the Sellers’ Representative is requested or required pursuant to written or oral question or request for information or
documents in any legal proceeding, interrogatory, subpoena, civil investigative demand or similar process to disclose any Confidential Information, such
Person shall notify the Purchaser promptly of the request or requirement so that the Purchaser may seek an appropriate protective order or waive compliance
with the provisions of this Section 4.1. If, in the absence of a protective order or the receipt of a waiver hereunder, such Person is required to disclose any
Confidential Information, such Person may disclose the Confidential Information; provided, however, that such Person shall use reasonable best efforts to
obtain, at the request and sole expense of the Purchaser, an order or other assurance that confidential treatment will be accorded to such portion of the
Confidential Information required to be disclosed as the Purchaser shall designate.

No party shall, and no party shall permit any of its or their Affiliates or its
or their Representatives to, issue any press release or otherwise make any public announcement concerning this Agreement, the identity of the Sellers or
Selling Equityholders or the transactions contemplated hereby without the prior written consent of the Purchaser or the Sellers’ Representative, as the case
may be (which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed), except as such release or announcement may be required by Law or the
rules or regulations of any United States or foreign securities exchange, in which case the party required to make the press release or public announcement
shall allow the other parties reasonable time to comment on such release or announcement in advance of such issuance.

Section 4.3 Directors’ and Officers’ Indemnification and Insurance. Purchaser agrees that all rights to indemnification, advancement
of expenses and exculpation by the Companies now existing in favor of each Person (other than any indemnification for a claim brought by or on behalf of
Seller or a Selling Equityholder) who is now, or has been at any time prior to the date hereof or who becomes prior to the Closing Date, an officer, manager or
director of a Company, as provided in any organizational document of a Company, in each case as in effect on the date of this Agreement, or pursuant to any
other agreements in effect on the date hereof and listed on a Disclosure Schedule hereto, shall survive the Closing Date and shall continue in full force and
effect in accordance with their respective terms. The obligations of Purchaser and the Companies under this Section shall not be terminated or modified in
such a manner as to adversely affect any director, manager or officer to whom this Section applies without the consent of such affected director, manager or
officer (it being expressly agreed that the directors, managers and officers to whom this Section applies shall be third-party beneficiaries of this Section, each
of whom may enforce the provisions of this Section). In the event Purchaser, a Company or any of their respective successors or assigns (i) consolidates with
or merges into any other Person and shall not be the continuing or surviving corporation or entity in such consolidation or merger or (ii) transfers all or
substantially all of its properties and assets to any Person, then, and in either such case, proper provision shall be made so that the successors and assigns of
Purchaser or a Company, as the case may be, shall assume all of the obligations set forth in this Section.

Section 4.4 Employee Benefits.

(a From the Closing Date and until not less than twelve (12) months following the Closing, subject to applicable Law, the Purchaser
shall cause each of the Companies to maintain and perform all material obligations in connection with the Benefit Plans and other agreements of the
Companies that have accrued or otherwise become vested, earned or due as a result of, or prior to, the Closing. Provided, however, nothing herein shall
prevent the Purchaser from causing either of the Companies to amend the terms of any Benefit Plan, to the extent permitted by ERISA, the Code and
applicable law, including but not limited to the right to amend, to alter, to freeze, to merge, or to terminate such Benefit Plan. The Purchaser acknowledges
and agrees that the Purchaser shall continue to provide any coverage required under Part 6 of Subtitle B of Title I of ERISA or Section 4980B of the Code
with respect to any of the Benefit Plans maintained by either of the Companies.
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(b) The parties acknowledge that (i) the transactions contemplated under this Agreement shall not, by themselves, constitute a
termination of employment of any employee of either of the Companies and (ii) the terms set forth in this Section 4.4 do not create any right in any Company
Employee or other Person to continued employment with either of the Companies, the Purchaser or any of their respective Affiliates. The Purchaser shall be
responsible for all severance or termination Liabilities related to the termination of employment of any Company Employee on or after the Closing Date.

Section 4.5 Release of Guarantee. Within thirty (30) days following the Closing, the Purchaser will use its reasonable best efforts to
obtain a release of Abraham Lavi’s personal guarantee with respect to the Lease between Orthex and CDR Presidential, LLC, dated as of July 18, 2018,
relating to 4000 Hollywood Boulevard, Suite 620N, Hollywood, Florida 33021.

Section 4.6 Books and Records. In order to facilitate the resolution of any claims made against or incurred by Sellers or the Selling
Equityholders prior to the Closing, or for any other reasonable purpose, for a period of six years after the Closing, Purchaser shall: (i) retain the books and
records (including personnel files) of the Companies relating to periods prior to the Closing in a manner reasonably consistent with the prior practices of the
Companies; and (ii) upon reasonable notice, afford the Representatives of Sellers or the Selling Equityholders reasonable access (including the right to
make, at Sellers’ and the Selling Equityholders’ expense, photocopies), during normal business hours, to such books and records.

Section 4.7 Change of Name. As of and following the Closing, the Sellers and Selling Equityholders shall cease to use the names
“Orthex”, “Vilex”, and any similar names.

ARTICLE V
TAX MATTERS
Section 5.1 Tax Returns; Refunds.
(a The Sellers shall have responsibility for, and shall pay or cause to be paid when due, any and all Taxes relating to each of the

Companies for or relating to any Tax period (or portion thereof, including Straddle Periods) ending on or before the Closing Date and the Sellers’
Representative shall timely prepare and file or cause to be timely prepared and filed with the appropriate Tax Authorities all Tax Returns required to be filed
with respect to each of the Companies with respect to any taxable period ending on or prior to the Closing Date (such Tax Returns, “Pre-Closing_Tax
Returns”). Such Pre-Closing Tax Returns shall include but not be limited to Vilex’s Form 1120S and Orthex’s Form 1065 (and state equivalents thereof) for
the short tax year beginning on January 1, 2019 and ending on the Closing Date. All Pre-Closing Tax Returns shall be prepared on a basis consistent with past
practice and prior Tax reporting positions (except as otherwise required by applicable Law), and the Sellers’ Representative shall provide the Purchaser, at
least twenty (20) calendar days prior to the applicable deadline for filing any such Tax Return, a copy of such Tax Return for the Purchaser’s review and
comment, along with any related tax notices and audits for such Pre-Closing Tax Period. The Sellers’ Representative shall make all changes reasonably
requested by the Purchaser to such Tax Returns. The Sellers’ Representative shall forward to the Purchaser any tax notices or audits received in connection
with the Straddle Period promptly following receipt thereof. The Purchaser shall timely prepare and file or cause to be timely prepared and filed with the
appropriate Tax Authorities all Tax Returns required to be filed after the Closing Date with respect to each of the Companies other than any Pre-Closing Tax
Return required to be filed (or caused to be filed) by the Sellers’ Representative pursuant to this Section 5.1(a). All such Tax Returns prepared by the
Purchaser with respect to the Straddle Period shall be prepared on a basis consistent with past practice and prior Tax reporting positions (except as otherwise
required by applicable Law), and the Purchaser shall provide the Sellers’ Representative, at least twenty (20) calendar days prior to the applicable deadline for
filing any such Tax Return with respect to the Straddle Period, a copy of the Tax Return for the Sellers’ Representative’s review and comment. The Purchaser
shall make all changes reasonably requested by the Sellers’ Representative to such Tax Returns.
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(b) Any Tax refunds that are received by the Purchaser or either of the Companies, and any amounts credited against Tax to which the
Purchaser or either of the Companies become entitled, that relate to Pre-Closing Tax Periods and are attributable to Transaction Tax Deductions shall be for
the account of the Sellers, and the Purchaser shall pay over to the Sellers’ Representative (for the benefit of the Sellers) any such refund or the amount of any
such credit (net of costs and expenses incurred in connection therewith after the Closing Date by any either of the Companies and/or the Purchaser) within ten
(10) days after receipt thereof or entitlement thereto. In addition, if the Purchaser or either of the Companies realizes any reduction in its Liability for Taxes
with respect to any taxable period (or portion thereof) ending after the Closing Date resulting, directly or indirectly, from a Transaction Tax Deduction, the
Purchaser shall pay the amount of such reduction (net of costs and expenses incurred in connection therewith by either of the Companies and/or the
Purchaser) to the Sellers’ Representative (for the benefit of the Sellers) within ten (10) days after actually realizing such reduction. The Purchaser or either of
the Companies shall be deemed to actually realize a reduction in its Taxes as of the date the Tax Return that reflects such reduction is actually filed and based
on a with/without calculation taking into account such Transaction Tax Deduction as the last item on the relevant Tax Return. Notwithstanding anything else
herein, neither the Purchaser nor either of the Companies shall be required to prepare and file any Tax Return or otherwise arrange its Tax affairs in a manner
that maximizes the Tax benefits available as a result of the Transaction Tax Deductions.

Section 5.2 Transfer Taxes. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to the contrary, all transfer, documentary, sales,
use, value added, excise, stamp, registration and other such Taxes (including all applicable real estate transfer taxes) imposed by or payable to any jurisdiction
or any Governmental Authority arising from the transactions contemplated hereby (collectively, “Transfer Taxes”) shall be borne fifty percent (50%) by the
Sellers and fifty percent (50%) by the Purchaser. All necessary Tax Returns with respect to all such Transfer Taxes shall be filed by, and the relevant Transfer
Tax shall be remitted by, the party required to do so under applicable Law or the administration thereof. The parties shall make such payments to each other
party as necessary to effect the first sentence of this Section 5.2. For the avoidance of doubt, Transfer Taxes do not include income Taxes.
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Section 5.3 Cooperation; Records Retention.

(a) The Sellers and the Purchaser shall reasonably cooperate, and shall cause their respective Affiliates, officers, directors, managers,
employees, agents, auditors and the Sellers’ Representative and the Purchaser, respectively, to reasonably cooperate, in preparing and filing all Tax Returns or
amended Tax Returns, resolving all disputes and audits relating to Taxes, determining any Tax liability or right to refund of Taxes or effectuating the terms of
this Agreement, including by provision of any required power-of-attorney (or other form of authorization) and maintaining and making available to each other
all records necessary in connection with Taxes.

(b) The Purchaser shall retain all Tax Returns, schedules, and work papers and all material records and other documents relating
thereto of each of the Companies until the expiration of the later of (i) the seventh anniversary of the Closing Date or (ii) the date on which Taxes may no
longer be assessed under the applicable statutes of limitation, including any waivers or extensions thereof. Thereafter, the Purchaser shall not destroy or
dispose of any such Tax Returns, schedules, work papers or any other material records or other documents relating thereto without giving written notice to the
Sellers’ Representative of such pending destruction or disposal and offering the Sellers’ Representative the right to copy such documents and information.
The Purchaser shall be entitled to destroy or dispose of any such Tax Returns, schedules, work papers and all material records and other documents relating
thereto described in such notice if the Sellers’ Representative fails to request copies thereof within ninety (90) days after receipt of the notice described in this
Section 5.3.

Section 5.4 Straddle Period. For purposes of this Agreement, in the case of any Straddle Period, the amount of any (i) Taxes based on
or measured by income or receipts of each of the Companies for the Pre-Closing Tax Period and (ii) all other Taxes that otherwise can be reasonably allocated
to the Pre-Closing Tax Period shall be determined based on an interim closing of the books as of the close of business on the Closing Date. The amount of any
Taxes of each of the Companies for a Straddle Period to be attributed to the Pre-Closing Tax Period that is not susceptible to allocation based on the
methodology described in the preceding sentence shall be determined by multiplying the amount of such Tax for the entire taxable period by a fraction the
numerator of which is the number of days in the taxable period ending on the Closing Date and the denominator of which is the number of days in such
Straddle Period.
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Section 5.5 Conduct After Closing.

(a) Purchaser shall provide notice to Sellers’ Representative upon receipt of any written notice from a Tax Authority of a Tax
Proceeding for a Tax period ending on or prior to the Closing Date, if, as a result of such Tax Proceeding, (i) Sellers could reasonably be expected to have an
indemnification obligation under this Agreement or (ii) the Tax Proceeding involves a Flow-Through Income Tax Return (a "Covered Tax Proceeding").
Within ten days of the receipt of notice from Purchaser of a Covered Tax Proceeding, Sellers’ Representative may elect to control, at Sellers’ expense, the
contest or resolution of such Covered Tax Proceeding unless the resolution of such Covered Tax Proceeding could affect the Tax liability or Tax reporting
positions of a Company or Purchaser in a Tax period (or portion thereof) beginning after the Closing Date (which Covered Tax Proceeding shall instead be
governed by the succeeding sentence); provided that Sellers’ Representative shall (1) keep Purchaser reasonably informed with respect to the status of such
Covered Tax Proceeding, including by giving Purchaser advance notice of, and opportunity to attend, any in-person or telephonic meetings, (2) provide copies
to Purchaser of any written correspondence or other submissions received from a Tax Authority with respect to such Covered Tax Proceeding, (3) provide
copies of any written correspondence to be provided to any Tax Authority in connection with such Covered Tax Proceeding to Purchaser for Purchaser's
review and comment, with all reasonable comments of Purchaser to be reflected in such submission, and (4) provide to Purchaser (at Purchaser's sole cost and
expense) reasonable participation rights with respect to any such Covered Tax Proceeding; provided further that Sellers’ Representative shall not enter into
any settlement of, or otherwise compromise, any such Covered Tax Proceeding without the prior written consent of Purchaser (which consent shall not be
unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed). In the case of a Covered Tax Proceeding (i) which Seller does not timely elect to control pursuant to the
preceding sentence or (ii) the resolution of which could materially affect the Tax liability or Tax reporting positions of a Company or Purchaser in a Tax
period (or portion thereof) beginning after the Closing Date, Purchaser shall control such Covered Tax Proceeding, provided that Purchaser shall (1) keep
Sellers’ Representative reasonably informed with respect to the status of such Covered Tax Proceeding, including by giving Sellers’ Representative advance
notice of, and opportunity to attend, any in-person or telephonic meetings, (2) provide copies to Sellers’ Representative of any written correspondence or
other submissions received from a Tax Authority with respect to such Covered Tax Proceeding, (3) provide copies of any written correspondence to be
provided to any Tax Authority in connection with such Covered Tax Proceeding to Sellers’ Representative for Sellers’ Representative’s review and comment,
with all reasonable comments of Sellers’ Representative to be reflected in such submission, and (4) provide to Sellers’ Representative (at Sellers’ sole cost
and expense) reasonable participation rights with respect to any such Covered Tax Proceeding.

(b) Purchaser shall, at the request of Sellers’ Representative, cause a Company to file Tax Returns or amended Tax Returns for any
Pre-Closing Tax Period at Sellers’ sole cost and expense unless Purchaser determines in good faith that no reasonable basis exists for such refund. Purchaser
shall cooperate with Sellers’ Representative as may be reasonably necessary to enable Sellers’ Representative to prepare any such Tax Return or amended Tax
Return. Except as provided in this Section 5.6(b), any Tax refund received by Purchaser or a Company with respect to any such Tax Return or amended Tax
Return shall belong to Sellers and Purchaser shall or shall cause a Company to transfer any such Tax refund to Sellers’ Representative promptly upon receipt
thereof. Any contrary provision of this Section 5.5 notwithstanding, (i) in the event that any such refund (or credit) is required to be repaid to a Tax Authority,
Sellers shall repay an amount equal to such refund (or credit) to Purchaser (plus any penalties, interest, or other charges) within fifteen (15) days after
repayment of such refund (or credit) by Purchaser, a Company or any of their Affiliates to such Tax Authority and (ii) the amount of any refund (or credit)
that is required to be paid to the Sellers’ Representative (A) shall be reduced by the amount of any out-of-pocket costs and expenses (including additional
Taxes) that Purchaser, a Company or any of their respective Affiliates incur (or will incur) with respect to such refund (or credit), and (B) shall not include
any refund (or credit) (which shall be for the benefit of Purchaser, a Company or their respective Affiliates) that (X) results from the carryback of any net
operating loss, capital loss or other Tax attribute generated or incurred in any Tax period (or portion of any Straddle Period) beginning after the Closing Date,
(Y) is included in the computation of Final Net Working Capital, or (Z) any Company is required to pay over to another Person under any Contract executed
on or before the Closing Date.
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(o) Without the prior consent of the Sellers’ Representative, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or
delayed, (i) except as otherwise required by applicable Law (the Purchaser shall notify the Sellers’ Representative in the event the Purchaser has determined
that such requirement applies), the Purchaser shall not, and shall not permit its Affiliates to, take any action on the Closing Date or after the Closing that could
reasonably be expected to affect the Tax Liability of the Sellers or any of their Affiliates (including each of the Companies) for any taxable year or period (or
portion thereof) ending on or prior to the Closing Date, (ii) except as provided in Sections 5.1(a) or 5.5(b) or as otherwise required by applicable Law (the
Purchaser shall notify the Sellers’ Representative in the event Purchaser has determined that such requirement applies), the Purchaser shall not file or cause or
permit either of the Companies to file any amended Tax Return, or take any action relating to a Tax Return (including the provision of an extension of the
period of limitations for assessment of any Tax), with respect to any period ending on or prior to the Closing Date, make any Tax election or effect any change
in Tax accounting method affecting any such period and (iii) none of the Purchaser, either of the Companies, nor any of their Affiliates shall make any
election under Sections 338 or 336(e) of the Code and the Treasury Regulations thereunder (or any similar state or local provision) with respect to the
transactions contemplated by this Agreement.

Section 5.6 Intended Tax Treatment. The parties hereto acknowledge and agree that, pursuant to IRS Revenue Ruling 99-6, 1999-1
C.B. 432, Situation 2, the purchase of the Units pursuant hereto will be treated for federal, state, and local income Tax purposes (the “Intended Tax
Treatment”): (i) with respect to Sellers, as a sale of such Units by Sellers in exchange for the portion of the Purchase Price allocated to Orthex (and the relief
of related partnership liabilities), and (ii) with respect to the Purchaser, as a liquidating distribution of partnership assets and liabilities to Sellers of the Units,
immediately followed by the Purchaser’s purchase of former partnership assets from Sellers of the Units in exchange for the portion of the Purchase Price
allocated to Orthex (and the assumption of former related partnership liabilities). As a result of such purchase and sale, the status of Orthex as a partnership
for federal income tax purposes will terminate under Section 708(b)(1)(A) of the Code. None of the parties hereto shall take any position for income Tax
purposes that is inconsistent with the Intended Tax Treatment described in this Section 5.6.

Section 5.7 Allocation. Consistent with the Intended Tax Treatment, the parties hereto agree that the Purchase Price, as adjusted
pursuant to this Agreement, plus any other items that are required for federal income Tax purposes to be treated as consideration for the purchase of Orthex’s
assets (the “Total Allocable Price”), shall be allocated (the “Allocation”) among the assets of Orthex in a manner consistent with the principles of Section
1060 of the Code (and any similar provision of state or local law, as appropriate) based upon the relative fair market values thereof in accordance with the
methodology set forth on Schedule 5.7. Within sixty (60) days following the Closing Date, the Purchaser shall prepare and deliver to the Sellers’
Representative for the Sellers’ Representative’s prompt review and comment, the draft Allocation (“Draft Allocation”) and all supporting schedules for such
Draft Allocation. The Sellers” Representative shall have thirty (30) days after the receipt of the Draft Allocation to propose in good faith any changes to the
Purchaser’s Draft Allocation. If the Sellers’ Representative does not object to the Draft Allocation within such thirty (30) day period, such Draft Allocation
shall become final. If the Sellers’ Representative objects to any portion of the Draft Allocation in writing within thirty (30) days after receipt of the Draft
Allocation, the Purchaser and the Sellers’ Representative shall act in good faith to resolve any such dispute in the thirty (30) days following the Purchaser’s
receipt of the Sellers’ Representative’s written objection. If the Purchaser and the Sellers’ Representative do not reach agreement within such thirty (30) day
period with respect to all items objected to by the Sellers’ Representative with respect to the Draft Allocation, the Purchaser and the Sellers’ Representative
will jointly select the Accountant to determine any items upon which agreement has not been so reached. The Accountant shall determine all items upon
which agreement has not been so reached with respect to the Draft Allocation within thirty (30) days after the submission of such items to the Accountant.
The Purchaser and the Sellers’ Representative shall each bear fifty percent (50%) of the fees and expenses of the Accountant. The Purchaser, the Sellers’
Representative and the Sellers shall each bear one hundred percent (100%) of their own related expenses other than expenses related to the Accountant. The
Parties will file timely any forms and statements required under federal, state and local income Tax Laws consistent with the Draft Allocation as agreed to or
as finally determined by the Accountant, as the case may be (the “Final Allocation Schedule”). The Final Allocation Schedule will be revised to take into
account any subsequent adjustments to the Purchase Price and any changes to the assumed liabilities or other consideration required to be taken into account
under applicable Law, in the manner provided by Sections 751(a) and 1060 of the Code and the Treasury Regulations thereunder. The Purchaser, on the one
hand, and Sellers’ Representative, on the other hand, each agree to promptly notify the other in writing upon receipt of notice of any pending or threatened
Tax audit or assessment challenging the Final Allocation Schedule.
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Section 5.8 Tax Consequences. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein or in any Related Documents, the Purchaser does not
represent, warrant or guarantee any particular Tax result with respect to any payment provided to any Person hereunder or under any Related Documents, and
such Person will be responsible for any Taxes imposed thereon with respect to any such payment.

ARTICLE VI
INDEMNIFICATION

Section 6.1 Survival. Subject to the limitations and other provisions in this Agreement, (i) the representations and warranties set forth
in Section 2.1 (Ownership; Good Title; Encumbrance), Section 2.2 (Organization; Standing; Qualification and Power), Section 2.3 (Authority; Execution and
Delivery; Enforceability), Section 2.4 (Capitalization), Section 2.12 (Taxes), Section 2.21 (Brokers and Finders) in this Agreement (the “Fundamental Reps”)
shall survive and remain in full force and effect at all times from and after the Closing for the longer of: (A) twenty (20) months or (B) ninety (90) days after
the expiration of the applicable statute of limitations (including any extensions): (ii) the representations and warranties set forth in Section 3.1 (Incorporation
and Authority of Purchaser); Section 3.2 (Authority; Execution and Delivery; Enforceability); Section 3.8 (Capital Structure); and Section 3.9 (Brokers and
Finders) in this Agreement (the “Purchaser Fundamental Reps”) shall survive and remain in full force and effect for the longer of: (A) twenty (20) months or
(B) ninety (90) days after the expiration of the applicable statute of limitations (including any extensions); and (iii) all other representations and warranties set
forth in this Agreement, and the right to assert a claim for indemnification with respect thereto pursuant to Section 6.2 or Section 6.3, shall survive the
Closing solely for purposes of this ARTICLE VI and shall terminate on the twenty (20) month anniversary of the Closing Date and shall thereafter be of no
further force or effect. The covenants and agreements of the parties set forth in this Agreement shall not survive the Closing except with respect to those
covenants and agreements that by their terms contemplate performance in whole or in part after the Closing, which shall remain in full force and effect until
the date by which such covenant or agreement is required to be performed. The period for which a representation, warranty, covenant or agreement survives
the Closing is referred to herein as the “Survival Period”. The obligations in this ARTICLE VI to indemnify and hold harmless any Indemnified Party, shall
terminate and be of no further force or effect, in respect of a breach of any representation or warranty, at the end of the Survival Period and, in respect of a
breach of any covenant, when such covenant terminates or expires pursuant to the terms hereof; provided, however, that such obligations to indemnify and
hold harmless shall not terminate with respect to any item as to which the Indemnified Party shall have made, before the expiration of the applicable Survival
Period, a bona fide claim by delivering a notice of such claim (stating in reasonable detail the basis of such claim) pursuant to Section 6.6 to the Indemnifying
Party, and the representation or warranty, covenant or agreement that is the subject of such indemnification claim (and right of the Indemnified Party to
indemnification therefor) shall survive with respect to such claim until fully resolved.
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Section 6.2 Indemnification by the Purchaser. Subject to the other terms, conditions and limitations of this Agreement (including the
provisions of Sections 6.1, 6.4, 6.5, and 6.6), from and after the Closing, the Purchaser shall indemnify and defend the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders and
their Affiliates and their respective officers, directors and managers (or Persons serving in similar capacities), employees, successors and assigns (the “Seller
Indemnified Parties”) against, and hold the Seller Indemnified Parties harmless from, and shall pay and reimburse each of them for, all Losses incurred or
sustained by, or imposed upon, any of the Seller Indemnified Parties to the extent arising out of:

(a) any inaccuracy or breach by the Purchaser of any representation or warranty made by the Purchaser in this Agreement; or

b) any breach of or failure by the Purchaser to perform or comply with any covenant or agreement of the Purchaser in this
Agreement.

Section 6.3 Indemnification by the Sellers and Selling Equityholders. Subject to the other terms, conditions and limitations of this

Agreement (including the provisions of Sections 6.1, 6.4, 6.5, and 6.6), from and after the Closing, the Sellers and the Selling Equityholders, jointly and
severally, shall indemnify and defend the Purchaser and their Affiliates and their respective officers, directors and managers (or Persons serving in similar
capacities), employees, successors and assigns (the “Purchaser Indemnified Parties”) against, and hold the Purchaser Indemnified Parties harmless from, and
shall pay and reimburse each of them for, all Losses incurred or sustained by, or imposed upon, any of the Purchaser Indemnified Parties to the extent
resulting from or arising out of:

(€) any inaccuracy of or breach by a Seller or Selling Equityholder of any representation or warranty made by such Seller or Selling
Equityholder in this Agreement or the Selling Equityholder Agreement and Acknowledgment;
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(b) any breach of or failure by the Sellers’ Representative, a Seller, or a Selling Equityholder to perform or comply with any covenant
or agreement of such Person in this Agreement or the Selling Equityholder Agreement and Acknowledgment; or

(0) (A) any Taxes (or the non-payment thereof) of, or with respect to, the Companies for any Pre-Closing Tax Period which is
attributable to the portion of such period ending on the Closing Date, including any tax assessment resulting from application of the centralized partnership
audit regime enacted by the Bipartisan Budget Act of 2015, (B) all Taxes of any Person for a Pre-Closing Tax Period for which any of the Companies is liable
under Treasury Regulations § 1.1502-6 (or any similar provision of state, local or federal Law), as a transferee or successor, under any Tax agreement by
contractual obligation, or otherwise (for the avoidance of doubt, excluding, in each of (A) and (B) of this paragraph, any Taxes to the extent the amount of the
liability was specifically reserved for as a liability in Final Net Working Capital), and any withholding Tax imposed or otherwise due with respect to any
payment under this Agreement.

Section 6.4 Limitations on Indemnification.
(€) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary set forth in this Agreement:
@) the maximum aggregate amount of indemnifiable Losses that may be recovered from the Sellers or the Selling

Equityholders by the Purchaser Indemnified Parties pursuant to Section 6.3(a) (other than with respect to claims for inaccuracy or breach of
Fundamental Reps) shall be Nine Million and 00/100 Dollars ($9,000,000.00);

(ii) in no event shall the aggregate amount of Losses for which the Sellers or the Selling Equityholders are obligated to
indemnify the Purchaser Indemnified Parties under Section 6.3 exceed the Purchase Price;

(iii) the maximum aggregate amount of indemnifiable Losses that may be recovered from a Purchaser by the Seller
Indemnified Parties pursuant to Section 6.2(a) (other than with respect to claims for inaccuracy or breach of Purchaser Fundamental Reps) shall be
shall be Nine Million and 00/100 Dollars ($9,000,000.00);

(iv) in no event shall the aggregate amount of Losses for which the Purchaser is obligated to indemnify the Seller Indemnified
Parties under Section 6.2 exceed the Purchase Price;

W) the Sellers and Selling Equityholders shall not be liable to any Purchaser Indemnified Party for any claim for
indemnification pursuant to Section 6.3(a) (other than with respect to claims for inaccuracies in or breaches of the Fundamental Reps) unless and
until the aggregate amount of indemnifiable Losses that may be recovered from the Sellers and Selling Equityholders equals or exceeds Four
Hundred Fifty Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($450,000.00) (the “Basket Amount™), in which case the Sellers shall be liable for all indemnifiable
Losses in excess of the Basket Amount;

(vi) the Purchaser shall not be liable to any Seller Indemnified Party for any claim for indemnification pursuant to Section
6.2(a) (other than with respect to claims for inaccuracies in or breaches of Purchaser Fundamental Reps) unless and until the aggregate amount of
indemnifiable Losses that may be recovered from the Purchaser equals or exceeds the Basket Amount, in which case the Purchaser shall be liable for
all indemnifiable Losses in excess of the Basket Amount;

(vii) no Indemnified Party shall be entitled to recover any amount relating to any matter arising under one provision of this
Agreement to the extent such Indemnified Party (or other Purchaser Indemnified Parties in the event of a Purchaser Indemnified Party, or other Seller
Indemnified Parties in the event of a Seller Indemnified Party) has already recovered such amount with respect to such matter pursuant to that or
other provisions of this Agreement;

(viii)  no Indemnified Party shall be entitled to recover any Loss to the extent that the Loss comprising a claim (or part thereof)
with respect to such matter has been included in the calculation of the Closing Net Working Capital Adjustment; and

(ix) in no event shall an Indemnifying Party have liability to the Indemnified Party for any consequential, special, incidental,
punitive or exemplary damages, except if and to the extent any such damages are recovered against an Indemnified Party pursuant to a Third Party Claim.

(b) The parties acknowledge and agree that, following the Closing, their sole and exclusive remedy with respect to any and all claims
relating to this Agreement and the transactions contemplated hereby (other than claims arising from fraud or intentional or willful misconduct) shall be
pursuant to the indemnification provisions set forth in this ARTICLE VI. In furtherance of the foregoing, each party hereby waives on its own behalf and (in
the case of the Purchaser, on behalf of the Purchaser Indemnified Parties (including each of the Companies following the Closing) and in the case of Sellers,
on behalf of the Seller Indemnified Parties) to the fullest extent permitted under Law, any and all claims it may have against any of the other parties or their
Affiliates arising under or based upon this Agreement, any document or certificate delivered in connection herewith, any Law or otherwise, except pursuant to
the indemnification provisions set forth in this ARTICLE VI. Nothing in this Section 6.4(b) shall limit any Person’s right to seek and obtain any equitable
relief to which any Person shall be entitled or to seek any remedy on account of any Person’s fraudulent, intentional or willful misconduct.

Section 6.5 Computation of Indemnity Payments.

(a) The amount payable under this ARTICLE VI in respect of any Loss shall be calculated net of any insurance proceeds or other
amounts under indemnification agreements with third parties received by the Indemnified Party on account thereof (net of any actual collection costs and
reserves, deductibles, premium adjustment and retrospectively rated premiums).

(b) In the event that an insurance or other recovery is made at any time after an indemnification payment by the Indemnifying Party
has been made with respect to any indemnified Loss, then, to the extent of the amount of such indemnification payment, a refund equal to the aggregate net
amount of the recovery (less the costs of recovery to the Indemnified Party and net of any deductibles, premium adjustment and retrospectively rated
premiums) shall be made promptly to the applicable Indemnifying Party. The party making any indemnification payment hereunder shall be subrogated to all
rights of the Indemnified Party in respect of any Losses indemnified by such party.

(o) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, for purposes of determining the amount of any Losses that is the
subject matter of a claim for indemnification under Section 6.2(a) or Section 6.3(a), each representation and warranty contained in this Agreement (including
the schedules) shall be read without regard and without giving effect to any qualification regarding materiality, Material Adverse Effect or other terms of
similar import or effect contained in a representation and warranty (as if such standard or qualification were deleted from such representation and warranty).

Section 6.6 Procedures for Indemnification.

(a) Any Person making a claim for indemnification under this ARTICLE VI is referred to herein as an “Indemnified Party”. The
Person from whom indemnification is sought is referred to herein as the “Indemnifying Party”. Promptly after receiving notice of any Proceeding,
investigation, demand or other claim against the Indemnified Party by a third party (a “Third Party Claim”), the Indemnified Party shall provide written notice
of such claim (any such written notice, an “Indemnification Notice”) to: (i) the Purchaser subject to the indemnification claim, if the Third Party Claim arises
under Section 6.2 and (ii) the Sellers’ Representative, if the Third Party Claim arises under Section 6.3. Each such Indemnification Notice shall describe in
reasonable detail the applicable Third Party Claim, including the facts giving rise to such claim for indemnification hereunder, the amount or method of
computation of the amount of such claim (if known); provided, that the failure to so notify an Indemnifying Party shall not relieve the Indemnifying Party of
its obligations hereunder except to the extent that the Indemnifying Party is actually prejudiced by such failure. The Indemnified Party shall also provide such
other information with respect thereto as the Indemnifying Party may reasonably request.

(b) Any Indemnifying Party shall be entitled to participate in the defense of such Third Party Claim at such Indemnifying Party’s
expense, and at its option shall be entitled to assume the defense thereof within ten (10) Business Days after receipt of the Indemnification Notice if the
Indemnifying Party acknowledges in writing the Indemnifying Party’s obligation to indemnify the Indemnified Party against any Losses that may result from
such Third Party Claim and by appointing a reputable counsel reasonably acceptable to the Indemnified Party to be the lead counsel in connection with such
defense; provided, that the Indemnified Party shall be entitled to participate in the defense of such Third Party Claim and to employ counsel of its choice for
such purpose; provided, that the fees and expenses of such separate counsel shall be borne by the Indemnified Party and shall not be recoverable from such
Indemnifying Party under this ARTICLE VII.
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(o) Upon assumption of the defense of any such Third Party Claim by the Indemnifying Party, the Indemnified Party will not pay, or
permit to be paid, any part of the Third Party Claim, unless the Indemnifying Party consents in writing to such payment. Notwithstanding anything to the
contrary herein, the Indemnifying Party shall not compromise or settle, or admit any Liability with respect to, any Third Party Claim without the prior written
consent of the Indemnified Party (which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed), unless the relief (i) is not in respect of a Third
Party Claim for Taxes, (ii) consists solely of money damages (all of which the Indemnifying Party shall pay) and (iii) includes a provision whereby the
plaintiff or claimant in the matter releases the Indemnified Party from all Liability with respect thereto; provided, however, that if the Indemnified Party fails
to consent to such settlement or compromise and such settlement or compromise does not include injunctive relief, the Liability of the Indemnifying Party
with respect to such Third Party Claim under this Agreement shall be limited to the amount that would have otherwise been payable had the Indemnifying
Party entered into such settlement or compromise.

(d) In all cases, the Indemnified Party shall provide its reasonable cooperation with the Indemnifying Party in defense of claims or
litigation relating to Third Party Claims, including by making employees, information and documentation reasonably available. If the Indemnifying Party
shall not, within ten (10) Business Days of receiving the Indemnification Notice, notify the Indemnified Party that it shall assume the defense of any such
Third Party Claim, or fails to defend or withdraws from the defense of any such Third Party Claim or the Indemnifying Party is any Seller and the claim(s)
relate to or arise in connection with any Purchaser Defensible Matter, the Indemnified Party may defend against such matter in a manner consistent with the
above provisions regarding conduct of the defense by the Indemnified Party; provided, that the Indemnified Party may not settle any such matter without the
written consent of the Indemnifying Party (which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed). Any of following shall constitute a
“Purchaser Defensible Matter”: (i) the claim for indemnification relates to or arises in connection with any criminal or quasi-criminal proceeding, action,
indictment, allegation or investigation, (ii) the Indemnified Party reasonably believes an adverse determination with respect to the Third Party Claim would
materially injure the Indemnified Party’s future business prospects; (iii) the claim seeks an injunction or other equitable relief against the Indemnified Party,
or (iv) the estimated Loss is less than (and would not cause the aggregate of all Losses to exceed) the Basket Amount.

(e) The Indemnified Party shall provide written notice of claim that is not a Third Party Claim to: (i) the Purchaser subject to the
indemnification claim, if such claim arises under Section 6.2 and (ii) the Sellers’ Representative, if such claim arises under Section 6.3. Such claim shall
describe in reasonable detail the facts giving rise to any claim for indemnification hereunder, the amount or method of computation of the amount of such
claim (if known); provided, that the failure to so notify an Indemnifying Party shall not relieve the Indemnifying Party of its obligations hereunder except to
the extent that (and only to the extent that) the Indemnifying Party is materially prejudiced by such failure. The Indemnified Party shall also provide such
other information with respect thereto as the Indemnifying Party may reasonably request. In the event that the Indemnifying Party does not notify the
Indemnified Party that it disputes such claim within thirty (30) days from receipt of the claim notice, the Indemnifying Party will be deemed to have
acknowledged liability for such claim and the Escrow Agent and/or the Sellers, as appropriate, shall promptly pay such claim. If the Indemnifying Party
disputes the validity or amount of any such claim, the Indemnifying Party shall so notify the Indemnified Party in writing within thirty (30) days after receipt
of the claim notice specifying in reasonable detail the points of disagreement. If any dispute is not resolved within thirty (30) days after the Indemnified Party
receives a dispute notice, then either of such parties can initiate an action pursuant to Section 7.10.
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) Subject to this ARTICLE VI, within ten (10) days after any final decision, judgment or award shall have been rendered by a
Governmental Authority with competent jurisdiction (and a resolution of any appeal therefrom and the expiration of the time in which to appeal therefrom), or
a settlement shall have been consummated, or the Indemnified Party and the Indemnifying Party shall have arrived at a mutually binding agreement, in each
case, with respect to a claim hereunder (i) if the claim for indemnification was brought pursuant to Section 6.2, the indemnifying Purchaser shall pay or cause
to be paid all sums due and owing to the Seller Indemnified Party in immediately available funds to an account specified by the Seller Indemnified Party and
(ii) if the claim for indemnification was brought pursuant to Section 6.3, the Purchaser and the Sellers’ Representative shall cause the Escrow Agent to pay to
the Purchaser (payable by wire transfer of immediately available U.S. funds in accordance with the written payment instructions furnished by the Purchaser to
the Escrow Agent), from the Escrow Amount, any sums due and owing in accordance with this ARTICLE VI, and if the sums due and owing to the Purchaser
Indemnified Party exceed the remaining Escrow Amount, the Indemnifying Party shall pay or cause to be paid all additional sums due and owing to the
Purchaser Indemnified Party in immediately available funds to an account specified by the Purchaser Indemnified Party. Any of the Escrow Amount
remaining, net of any of the amount of any outstanding, unresolved claims of Losses brought pursuant to Section 6.3 (the amounts set forth, the “Reserve
Amounts”), shall automatically transfer to the Sellers’ Representative (for the benefit of the Sellers) and such funds shall be released and distributed to the
Sellers’ Representative or its designee (for the benefit of the Sellers) after the date that is twenty (20) months following the Closing Date. The Reserve
Amounts shall be disbursed by the Escrow Agent, promptly after the unresolved indemnification claims to which they relate are finally resolved in
accordance with this ARTICLE VI as confirmed by a joint written direction of the Sellers’ Representative and the Purchaser or a final, non-appealable
judgment of a court of competent jurisdiction.

Section 6.7 Characterization of Indemnification Payments. Unless otherwise required by Law, all payments made pursuant to this
ARTICLE VI shall be treated for all Tax purposes as adjustments to the Purchase Price.

ARTICLE VII
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 7.1 Expenses. Except as otherwise set forth herein, all costs and expenses, including fees and disbursements of
Representatives incurred in connection with this Agreement, the Related Documents and the transactions contemplated hereby and thereby, will be paid by
the party incurring such costs and expenses, whether or not the Closing will have occurred.

Section 7.2 Notices. All notices and other communications hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed duly given (a) on the
date of delivery if delivered personally, or if by facsimile or email, upon written confirmation of receipt by facsimile, e-mail or otherwise, (b) on the first
Business Day following the date of dispatch if delivered utilizing a next-day service by a recognized next-day courier or (c) on the earlier of confirmed receipt
or the fifth Business Day following the date of mailing if delivered by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid.

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Section 7.3 Severability. It is the desire and intent of the parties hereto that the provisions of this Agreement be enforced to the fullest
extent permissible under the Laws and public policies applied in each jurisdiction in which enforcement is sought. Accordingly, if any particular provision of
this Agreement shall be adjudicated by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, prohibited or unenforceable for any reason, such provision, as to such
jurisdiction, shall be ineffective, without invalidating the remaining provisions of this Agreement or affecting the validity or enforceability of this Agreement
or affecting the validity or enforceability of such provision in any other jurisdiction. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if such provision could be more narrowly
drawn so as not to be invalid, prohibited or unenforceable in such jurisdiction, it shall, as to such jurisdiction, be so narrowly drawn, without invalidating the
remaining provisions of this Agreement or affecting the validity or enforceability of such provision in any other jurisdiction.

Any attempted
assignment in violation of this Section 7.6 shall be null and void.

Section 7.7 No Third-Party Beneficiaries. Except as set forth in Section 4.3, ARTICLE VI, and Section 7.12, this Agreement is for the
sole benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors and permitted assigns and nothing in this Agreement expressed or implied shall give or be

construed to give to any Person, other than the parties hereto and such successors and permitted assigns, any legal or equitable rights under this Agreement.

Section 7.8 Amendment. This Agreement may not be amended, modified or supplemented in any manner, whether by course of
conduct or otherwise, except by an instrument in writing signed by the Sellers’ Representative and the Purchaser and otherwise as expressly set forth herein.
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Section 7.9 Waiver. No failure or delay of any party in exercising any right or remedy hereunder shall operate as a waiver thereof, nor
shall any single or partial exercise of any such right or power, or any abandonment or discontinuance of steps to enforce such right or power, or any course of
conduct, preclude any other or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right or power. The rights and remedies of the parties hereunder are
cumulative and are not exclusive of any rights or remedies that they would otherwise have hereunder. Any agreement on the part of any party to any such
waiver shall be valid only if set forth in a written instrument executed and delivered by a duly authorized officer on behalf of such party.

Section 7.10 Governing Law;_Jurisdiction.

(a) This Agreement and all disputes, claims or controversies relating to, arising out of, or in connection with this Agreement shall be
governed by and construed in accordance with the internal Laws of the State of Florida without regard to the Laws of any other jurisdiction that might be
applied because of the conflicts of Laws rules of the State of Florida.

RELATED DOCUMENTS OR THE TRANSACTIONS CONTEMPLATED HEREBY AND THEREBY.
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Section 7.12 No Recourse. Notwithstanding anything that may be expressed or implied in this Agreement, each party hereto covenants,
agrees and acknowledges that no recourse hereunder, or under any documents or instruments delivered in connection herewith, shall be had against any of the
Sellers’, the Selling Equityholders’, the Purchaser’s, each of the Companies’ or any of their respective Affiliates’ former, current or future direct or indirect
equity holders, Controlling Persons, stockholders, directors, officers, employees, agents, members, managers, general or limited partners or assignees (each a
“Related Party” and collectively, the “Related Parties”), in each case other than the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders, the Purchaser, the Companies, or any of
their respective successors and permitted assignees under this Agreement, whether by the enforcement of any assessment or by any legal or equitable
Proceeding, or by virtue of any applicable Law, it being expressly agreed and acknowledged that no personal Liability whatsoever shall attach to, be imposed
on or otherwise be incurred by any of the Related Parties, as such, for any Liability of any of the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders, the Purchaser, the
Companies, or any of their Affiliates under this Agreement or any documents or instruments delivered in connection herewith for any claim based on, in
respect of or by reason of such Liabilities or their creation; provided, however, nothing in this Section 7.12 shall relieve or otherwise limit the Liability of any
of the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders, the Purchaser, the Companies, or any Affiliate, as such, for any breach or violation of its obligations under such
agreements, documents or instruments.

(a) Each Seller and Selling Equityholder has irrevocably constituted and appointed Sellers’ Representative as its true and lawful agent
and attorney-in-fact, with full power of substitution to perform the duties of Sellers’ Representative under the terms of this Agreement and to act in such
Seller’s and Selling Equityholder’s name, place and stead with respect to all transactions contemplated by and all terms and provisions of this Agreement and
the Related Documents, and to act on such Seller’s and Selling Equityholder’s behalf in any Proceeding involving this Agreement or any Related Document,
and to do or refrain from doing all such further acts and things. The Sellers’ Representative shall have all rights and powers set forth herein in addition to all
the rights and powers it shall deem necessary or appropriate in connection with the transactions contemplated by this Agreement and the Related Documents,
including the power:

@) to receive on behalf of, and to distribute (after (A) payment of any unpaid expenses and Liabilities chargeable to Sellers,
Selling Equityholders or either of the Companies prior to the Closing in connection with the transactions contemplated by this Agreement and the
Related Documents and (B) payment of any expenses incurred by Sellers’ Representative in its capacity as such, including the expenses of attorneys
and accountants) all amounts payable to such Seller under the terms of this Agreement and the Related Documents;

(ii) to do or refrain from doing any further act or deed on behalf of such Seller or Selling Equityholder which Sellers’

Representative deems necessary or appropriate in its sole discretion relating to the subject matter of this Agreement and the Related Documents, as
fully and completely as such Seller or Selling Equithyholder could do if personally present;
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(iii) to amend this Agreement on behalf of Sellers and Selling Equityholders; and

@iv) to replace itself as Sellers’ Representative; however, in the event that Sellers’ Representative resigns, dies or is otherwise
unable to serve as Sellers’ Representative, then Alexis A. Lavi shall become the Sellers’ Representative.

(b) Sellers’ Representative shall have no liability to any Seller or Selling Equityholder as the representative of any Seller or Selling
Equityholder or as the attorney-in-fact of any Seller or Selling Equityholder except for liability arising from actions taken in bad faith by Sellers’
Representative on behalf of, or in the name of, such Seller or Selling Equityholder. The Purchaser shall have the absolute right and authority to rely upon the
acts taken or omitted to be taken by the Sellers’ Representative on behalf of the Sellers and Selling Equityholders, and the Purchaser shall have no duty to
inquire as to the acts and omissions of the Sellers’ Representative. Each Seller and Selling Equityholder hereby acknowledges and agrees that (1) all
deliveries by the Purchaser or the Purchaser to the Sellers’ Representative shall be deemed deliveries to the Sellers and Selling Equityholders, (2) the

Except when the
context requires otherwise, any reference in this Agreement to any Article, Section, clause, Schedule or Exhibit shall be to the Articles, Sections and clauses
of, and Schedules and Exhibits to, this Agreement. The words “include,” “includes” and “including” are deemed to be followed by the phrase “without
limitation” and the term “dollar” or “$” means lawful currency of the United States. Reference to any Person includes such Person’s successors and assigns to
the extent such successors and assigns are permitted by the terms of any applicable agreement, and reference to a Person in a particular capacity excludes
such Person in any other capacity or individually. Reference to any agreement (including this Agreement), document or instrument means such agreement,
document or instrument as amended or modified and in effect from time to time in accordance with the terms thereof and, if applicable, the terms hereof.
Reference to any Law means such Law as amended, modified, codified, replaced or re-enacted, in whole or in part, including rules, regulations, enforcement
procedures and any interpretations promulgated thereunder, all as in effect on the date hereof. Any reference to the masculine, feminine or neuter gender shall
include such other genders and any reference to the singular or plural shall include the other, in each case unless the context otherwise requires. All Exhibits
and Disclosure Schedules annexed hereto or referred to herein are hereby incorporated in and made a part of this Agreement as if set forth in full herein.
Where a document or other information is described as being “delivered to” or “made available to” Purchaser, it shall be construed to mean that such
document or other information was actually delivered to the Purchaser or the Purchaser or one of its representatives or posted to the Companies’ virtual data
room maintained by ShareVault® (the “Data Room”) no later than three (3) Business Days prior to the date of this Agreement.

Section 7.16 No Presumption Against Drafting Party. The parties hereto each acknowledge that they have been represented by counsel
in connection with this Agreement and the transactions contemplated by this Agreement. Accordingly, any rule of Law or any legal decision that would
require interpretation of any claimed ambiguities in this Agreement against the drafting party has no application and is expressly waived.

Section 7.17 Conflicts and Privilege. It is acknowledged by the parties hereto that the Companies, some or all of the Sellers and Selling
Equityholders, and the Sellers’ Representative have retained Warner Norcross + Judd LLP (“WNJ”) to act as their counsel in connection with the transactions
contemplated hereby and that WNJ has not acted as counsel for any other party in connection with the transactions contemplated hereby and that none of the
other parties has the status of a client of WNJ for conflict of interest or any other purposes as a result thereof. Buyer hereby agrees that, in the event that a
dispute arises after the Closing between Purchaser, the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders or the Sellers’ Representative, WNJ may represent the Sellers,
Selling Equityholders or the Sellers’ Representative in such dispute even though the interests of the Sellers, Selling Equityholders or Sellers’ Representative
may be directly adverse to Purchaser, the other Sellers, the other Selling Equityholders or the Companies, and even though WNJ may have represented the
Companies in a matter substantially related to such dispute, or may be handling ongoing matters for Purchaser or the Companies. Purchaser further agrees
that, as to all communications among WNJ and the Companies, the Sellers, the Selling Equityholders and/or the Sellers’ Representative that relate in any way
to the transactions contemplated by this Agreement, the attorney-client privilege and the expectation of client confidence belongs to the Sellers’
Representative and may be controlled by the Sellers’ Representative and shall not pass to or be claimed by Purchaser or the Companies. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, in the event that a dispute arises between Purchaser or the Companies and a third Person other than a party to this Agreement after the Closing, the
Companies may assert the attorney-client privilege to prevent disclosure of confidential communications by WNJ to such third Person; provided, however,
that the Companies may waive such privilege without the prior written consent of the Sellers’ Representative.
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Section 7.18 Execution of Agreement. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, all of which shall be considered one and the
same agreement, and shall become effective when one or more such counterparts have been signed by each of the parties and delivered to the other party.
Facsimile or electronic mail transmission of counterpart signatures to this Agreement shall be acceptable and binding.

“Allocation” has the meaning ascribed to such term in Section 5.7.

“Annual Financial Statements” has the meaning ascribed to such term in Section 2.6(a).
“Anticorruption Law” has the meaning ascribed to such term in Section 2.25(a).
“Authorization” has the meaning ascribed to such term in Section 2.5(b).

“Benefit Plan” means any “employee benefit plan,” as defined in Section 3(3) of ERISA, and each Compensatory Arrangement, benefit, profit-
sharing, stock or unit option, stock or unit purchase, stock or unit ownership, phantom or other equity, pension, retirement, supplemental retirement income,
excess benefit, fringe benefit, holiday pay, vacation pay, paid time off, supplemental unemployment insurance, post-retirement medical or life insurance,

“Business Day” means any day other than (i) any Saturday or Sunday or (ii) any other day on which banks located in Warsaw, Indiana are required
or authorized by Law to be closed for business.

“Cash Amount of Purchase Price” has the meaning ascribed to such term in Section 1.2(a).

FIRST AMENDMENT TO

This FIRST AMENDMENT TO FOURTH AMENDED AND RESTATED LOAN AND SECURITY AGREEMENT (this “Amendment”) is
entered into as of June 4, 2019, by and among Squadron Capital LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“Lender”), OrthoPediatrics Corp., a Delaware
corporation (“OrthoPediatrics”), OrthoPediatrics US Distribution Corp., a Delaware corporation, (“OrthoPediatrics US Distribution”), OrthoPediatrics EU
Limited, a company incorporated and registered in England and Wales (“OrthoPediatrics EU”), OrthoPediatrics Aus Pty Ltd., a company organized under
the laws of Australia (“OrthoPediatrics Aus”) and OrthoPediatrics NZ Ltd., a company organized under the laws of New Zealand (“OrthoPediatrics NZ”
and together with OrthoPediatics, OrthoPediatrics US Distribution, OrthoPediatrics EU and OrthoPediatrics Aus, “Borrowers” and individually a
“Borrower”).

RECITALS:

A. Lender made loans and certain other financial accommodations to Borrowers as evidenced by that certain Fourth Amended and Restated

WARSAW, Indiana, June 5, 2019 — OrthoPediatrics Corp. (“OrthoPediatrics”) (NASDAQ:KIDS), a company focused exclusively on advancing the field of
pediatric orthopedics, is pleased to announce that it has acquired Vilex in Tennessee, Inc. (“Vilex”) and Orthex, LLC (collectively, “Vilex”), including its
Orthex Hexapod circular fixation technology and proprietary CORA-based x-ray planning software, for a total of $60 million, consisting of $50 million in
cash and $10 million in stock. The transaction will be financed, in part, with $30 million of new debt provided by Squadron Capital LLC on similar terms to
the other debt it has provided OrthoPediatrics.

Vilex is primarily a foot and ankle surgery company with a product portfolio targeting pediatric patients and adults that generated $11.8 million in total sales,
which are derived primarily from the U.S., and approximately $2.9 million of net income in full year 2018. Its Orthex Hexapod technology is its most rapidly
growing system, reaching sales of $3.1 million in 2018, increasing more than 50% year-over-year since receiving FDA clearance in March 2016. Orthex is
used to treat pediatric congenital deformities and limb length discrepancies such as fibula and tibia hemimelia, radial clubhand, ankle equinus, Blount’s
disease, genu recurvatum, and multiapical deformities. Vilex also sells a range of 13 families of surgical products, some of which are used to treat pediatric
conditions of the extremities such a flatfoot reconstruction, subtalar arthroereisis, and arthrodesis procedures of small bones.

The Orthex Hexapod system offers unique hardware, including its easily calibrated struts and infection-reducing Hydroxy-apatite coated pins. However, its
key advantage is the patented point and click software, which dramatically simplifies deformity correction planning. This software was developed by
Abraham Lavi, PhD, founder of Vilex, in conjunction with Dr. Dror Paley, founder of the Paley Institute of West Palm Beach, Florida. Dr. Paley is a pioneer
of the Ilizarov method in the United States and has conducted more than 17,000 limb lengthening and reconstruction procedures, while also developing more
than 100 new surgical procedures. He is also the author of Principles of Deformity Correction.
